The budget for the current year shows a potential shortfall of around
£2,000.00. To make this up from the blue bag collection would mean an
extra £80.00 every Sunday between now and the end of the year. (In other
words about £1.20 more from every adult each week.)

We know this is not necessarily possible, but we would sincerely ask you to
consider whether you could add a bit more to your regular giving. For those
on fixed incomes, even an additional 10p or 20p each week can make a
difference (Mark 12: 41-44).

We are hoping to have one or two social events from which any profit will
go to church funds and we are also proposing to have two Gift Sundays in
the autumn when one off donations can be made. Possible dates for these
are 14™ September and 30™ November

Finally, if you have access to a computer, it may be helpful to look at the

As a church,
we may well use some of this as the foun-
dation for a stewardship campaign next
spring.

The issues of giving and church finance
are not something we can ignore, but
they need to be dealt with thoughtfully,
carefully and above all, prayerfully.
