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FROM THE VICAR 
Food  is incredibly important. After air to breath and water to 

drink, itôs the most vital ingredient for survival. No surprise 
that whether itôs debates about GM crops, EU agricultural 
policy or the recent price rises, food is frequently in the 
news. What is new to many of us is that ñFood Securityò is 

being discussed in Western Europe. For those born after 
1950 this is strange territory. Difficulties with food supplies happen in other 

places and at other times. 

 

We use money  to buy food but weôre aware that the 

world-wide economy is running into problems and 
some prominent financial institutions have either 
needed to be rescued or even closed. Our financial 
systems seem a little less secure than before. 
These are not reasons for gloom or fear or other 
negative reactions but they do form part of the 
background to our Harvest Festival.  Harvest is a 

complex celebration but perhaps this year weôll emphasise: 
 

Profound thankfulness  for our food, that weôve got food to eat 

every day normally more than once a day too ... 

A greater awareness  of where our food comes from and the 

people who grow, manufacture and deliver ité. 

Renewed concern  for those without access to proper food....  

 
As well as local charities we shall be supporting Christian Aidôs appeal for 
Mali, West Africa. It will fund a Malian agency which teaches and equips 
communities learning to farm. 

 

Our harvest hymns will remind us that in the Bible  sowing and harvesting are 

also reminders of what it means to be part of Godôs work in the world. There 
is an emphasis on sowing for growth , not in girth(!) but in depth of faith and 

numbers of faithful people. Harvest is a time of reckoning when farmers  
gather and weigh the crops. Itôs used as a picture of the last judgement  when 
God will gather up his faithful people. Jesus  has reconciled us to God and 
paid the price for our forgiveness so we need not fear rejection but 
nevertheless weôll have to account for our lives. 
With thankfulness, awareness and concern, perhaps thereôs room for 
reflection as well. Have a good harvest.

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FAIRTRADE/
TRAIDCRAFT NEWS 
I am pleased to be able to 
report that during the last 
financial year I purchased £1,060.78 in Fairtrade goods from my supplier 
Traidcraft to sell at church.  This has enabled me to give the 10% profit of 
£106.00 to church funds.  Many thanks to all who support my stall and for 
also adding more fairly traded goods to your Supermarket trolley!  Traidcraft 
are thrilled with their overall sales this year of £16.8 million.  As a company 
they will continue to invest, campaign, lobby, pioneer and support their 
producers.   
 
I was interested to receive from them a leaflet recently highlighting the merits 
of purchasing from a ñFair Traderò (me!) called ñSmall Stall ï BIG IMPACTò.   
The leaflet confirms that by supporting a Fair Trade stall the money raised 
goes further and achieves more because Traidcraft, by receiving a higher 
percentage of the money, can invest a larger proportion in their Producers.   
This in turn offers security, product development, training and support 

especially in times of crisis like a crop failure. 
 

Thankfully the ethics of Fairtrade are 
becoming ñthe normò as we see more 
retailers, restaurants, coffee shops, schools, 
churches and towns embrace the cause.  
Locally we have had the Fairtrade chocolate 
Easter Egg Campaign which had a big impact 
thanks to the highlighting of the injustice 
behind unfairly traded chocolate on the 

families in Africa.  Also our own Lauchpad Local Club for young people flew 
the flag for Fairtrade chocolate by petitioning our local MP on the merits of 
Fairtrade  and voting to sell only Fairtrade chocolate in their Tuck Shop ï Well 
Done Them! 
 
I will end this update with my usual plug for the forthcoming arrival of my 
Traidcraft Autumn/Winter Catalogue.  It is full to bursting with crafts, gifts, 
festive foods, and  Christmas cards.  These Fairtrade products make fantastic 
Christmas gifts for family and friends and also a treat for you!   The best gift 
however will be the difference you will be helping to make to the lives of the 
producers and their families and communities in the developing world.
