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As part of our Methodist celebration of the 400th Anniversary of the King James 
Bible and the Biblefresh initiative, Conference 2010 resolved that the Districts would 
work collectively to handwrite the Bible during the course of 2011. This will be done 
using re-cycled paper, and with encouragement to express maximum creativity, and 
cultural diversity to create a óBible of the peopleô. 
Why transcribe the Bible during 2011 ï Year of the Bible?  
1. It can provide an óexperienceô either in the church or market place  to catch  
peopleôs attention and invite them to ponder what we believe to be the transformative 
power of Scripture, and its central importance to the working out of óloving God, and 
loving neighbourô.   2 Tim 3:16 ñAll Scripture is inspired by God and is useful for  
teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness, so that everyone 
who belongs to God may be proficient, equipped for every good work.ò   Living our 
lives from a place of deep connectedness with Christ: John 15: 7 ñIf you abide in me, 
and my words abide in you, ask for whatever you wish and it will be done for you.ò 
2. It provides opportunities for local churches to connect to the  
community , in schools, shopping areas, nursing homes, hospitals, the  
market place to show that Christians value the Scriptures and the words of life are 
open to all. It could be combined with an event, special service, Flower Festival. It is a 
collective activity offered by the whole Christian community. Joining together 
with other Christians and Methodists, and  
including non-Christians, people of all ages, the elderly and the housebound. 
The hand transcription will take place in the Districts, Diaconal Order,  
Connexional Team and Methodist Recorder between January and the end of May 
2011 (5 months) during the first half of the Methodist Year of the Bible.  
At the end of the project, we will bind together the approximate 8000 sheets into at 
least 20 hardbound volumes. It is important that some basic guide-lines are in place to 
enable this to happen. However, a large part of the value of handwriting the Bible is 
the act of writing it, and it is hoped that there will be maximum flexibility to make the 
chapters and verses that you write your own, and reflect the character of your        

communities.

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Pray for Sudan    On 9 July South Sudan is set to  
become  
independent. 
Growing tensions in 
the north-south  

border town of Abyei escalated on 21 May 
when northern troops invaded. 
The BBC reported widespread looting and 
burning. Aid agencies have estimated that 
as many as 60,000 have fled the town with 
up to 150,000 displaced from the area. 
Under the terms of the Peace Agreement signed in 2005, the oil rich region 
was granted special status and a joint administration was set up in 2008 to 
run the area until a referendum decided its fate. 
That vote was due to take place in January, when the south decided to split 
from the north, but has now been postponed indefinitely. Abyei is home to 
both northern and southern people groups. There are fears that the recent 
fighting would destabilise the peace process as the south moves towards 
independence on 9 July. 
Last week, MAF flew aid workers into Turelai in the nearby vicinity where 

they were working with the displaced 
people. Our team was also called to 
evacuate Cush4Christ workers due 
to the rising insecurity.  
On Tuesday, the north and south 
agreed to set up a demilitarised 
zone along their border to be jointly 
patrolled. Details of the area are yet 
to be decided.
